STEPS TO FOLLOW:





You will choose your creature – butterflies, colorful insects, birds, or sea animals are all acceptable.


You will then print out a photo of your creature to use as a reference photo. Look for a photo of your creature in an interesting, dynamic pose.


In your sketchbook, you will draw a rough draft of your design. Start with drawing the outside border, then the interior rectangle. Your creature should then be drawn next (should not be centered). 


Then you will draw your creature in its environment (this should extend both between the interior rectangle and outside border – see photo for reference). 


Once approved by the teacher, you will start drawing your final draft. You will start by drawing the interior rectangle, giving a 2.5” border on all sides, and then transfer your design.


You will color ALL of your creature and anything on the inside of the interior rectangle with woodless colored pencils. 


You will shade anything outside of the interior rectangle (with the exception of your creature) with graphite pencils.
