OBJECTIVE: 


To use a grid to create accurate proportions in a self portrait.


Use a monochromatic color scheme to create values in the portrait.


The mood created by the color should match with the emotion in the portrait.





Directions:





First students will create the most expressive face they can.  The teacher will take a digital photo and alter it in Photoshop to create 4 separate values and print out the 4x6 photos for each student. 


Next, students will grid the photo with 1 inch squares.  They will also grid a 8 x 12 paper into 2-inch squares.  (It will be an increase of 200%)


Students will then use the grid to draw the contours based in the squares in the photograph.  


Once the contours are drawn, students should erase the grid in the lightest values so that it doesn’t show through the paint. 


Students should then pick out a color that will match the emotion shown in their photograph.  


Then students will create a value scale using the base colors along with white and black to create 4 different values.  


Students will then number each shade 1-4 and correspond those to the 4 different values in the photograph.  


Next, students will use the oil pastels to shade in each section starting with the LIGHTEST area.  








Once you pick your color for your portrait, you will receive 4 oil pastels: black, white, light value of your color, dark value of your chosen color.  


#1: the whites in the photo= mostly white with a little of the lightest value pastel


#2: the light grey in the photo= lighter value


#3:  the dark grey in the photo= darker value


#4: the blacks in the photo= darker value + black
